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KSA unveils SR978 billion budget

Largest budget in the history of the Kingdom

C ustodian of the Two Holy

Bin Abdul Aziz Al-Saud ap-
proved the new state budget for
fiscal year 1439/1440 (2018) in a
special session of the Council
of Ministers, at Al-Yamama Pal-
ace in Riyadh on Rabi Al-Thani
01, 1439, corresponding to De-
cember 19, 2017.

The budget projects a
spending of SR978 billion

Addressing the Cabi-
net’s budget session the
King said: “With God’s
help and approval, we
announce the budget for
the fiscal year 1439/1440
AH as the largest spend-
ing budget in the history
of the Kingdom despite
low oil prices compared
to previous years. We will
continue the development
process towards achiev-
ing the Kingdom’s Vision
2030 to diversify the
economic base and the
Kingdom’s sources of in-
come, as well as its ability
to adapt to developments
and overcome challeng-
es. Twelve programs were
launched to achieve the
objectives of this vision, in
order to diversify the eco-
nomic base and enable
the private sector to play

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a larger role in economic
development while main-
taining efficient spending
in order to achieve appro-
priate economic growth
rates, ease the burden on
our citizens, and address
any possible negative ef-
fects in supporting the
private sector.”

Reducing reliance on oil

“We commend the re-
duction in the budget def-
icit for the current fiscal
year by more than 25 per-
cent compared to the pre-
vious fiscal year, despite
the increase in spending,
with the aim of reduc-
ing the deficit next year
to less than 8 percent of
GDP,” he said. The size
and expansion of the
budget for government
programs has also suc-
ceeded in reducing de-
pendence on oil to about
50 percent

For the first time, the de-
velopment funds and the
Public Investment Fund
(PIF) are involved in capi-
tal and investment spend-
ing, which is more than
the capital expenditure
of the budget in previous
years, in addition to the
continuation of govern-
ment capital expenditures
and their increase by 13
percent .

As a result, the govern-
ment decided to invest in
these sectors, expand de-
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velopment, and adjust the
fiscal balance program
to be realized in the year
2023 while maintaining
fiscal policies, including
the level of debt to GDP to
remain below 30 percent
and the level of deficit will
gradually decrease.

Third: Combating the fi-
nancing of terrorism and
drying out its sources of
funding.

formation transfer, as well
as knowledge and exper-
tise in combating terrorism
financing. Gauging the ef-
fectiveness of these mea-
sures is key in restricting
the financing of terrorism
and increasing awareness
of the various methods
and trends of financing its
operations. This will help
in finding the best, most
successful, and fastest
solutions to eliminate its
funding.

Fourth: Combating ter-
rorism militarily. This is
by emphasizing the im-

portance of the coalition
countries securing the
necessary military capa-
bilities needed to ensure
that terrorist organiza-
tions are weakened, dis-
mantled, eliminated and
not given the opportunity
to reorganize their ranks.
The participation of the
coalition states that, ac-
cording to the means
available to each country
and according to its de-
sire, they will participate
in any military operation
under the umbrella of the
Islamic military alliance to
combat terrorism.

Fifth: The Alliance’s
work mechanism. The
ministers commended the
efforts of the Kingdom of
Saudi Arabia and agreed
on the following:

» Securing the headquar-
ters of IMCTC in Riyadh,
provided that Saudi Ara-
bia will secure its require-
ments and complete all

necessary legal and reg-
ulatory requirements to
enable it to carry out the
tasks entrusted to it.

The Chairman of the
IMCTC Ministers of De-
fense Council will ap-
point the Secretary Gen-
eral (President of the
Center) and the Military
Commander of the Co-
alition. The Chairman
will approve the Center’s
procedural rules, annual
budget and regulations.
He will make arrange-
ments for the Coalition
member countries to
nominate their delegates
to the Center. The Chair-
man will also enable
the Coalition to initiate
partnerships with inter-
national organizations,
highlighting its role in the
fight against terrorism in-
ternationally. He will take
relevant decisions he
sees fit for achieving the
Coalition’s objectives.



* The Council of Ministers
of Defense of the States
of the Islamic Coalition
will meet annually un-
der the chairmanship of
Crown Prince Moham-
mad or when necessary
to follow up on the strat-
egies, policies, plans
and programs to achieve
the IMCTC’s objectives
and review the reports
submitted by the IMCTC
Counter Terrorism Cen-
ter, in addition to follow-
ing up the efforts made
in various fields to com-

bat terrorism.

» Reaffirmation of the mul-
tiple efforts needed to
support this joint effort in
any operation, program,
or initiative under the
auspices of IMCTC ac-
cording to the Coalition’s
rules and regulations.

The first private zone extending between three countries

I n light of Vision 2030’s ambitions to transform the Kingdom into

a global model leader in various facets of life under the leader-
ship of Custodian of the Two Holy Mosques King Salman Bin Ab-
dul Aziz, HRH Crown Prince Mohammad Bin Salman Bin Abdulaziz,
Deputy Prime Minister, Minister of Defence,and Chairman of the
Board of Directors of the Public Investment Fund (PIF) announced
in October the launch of a $500 billion mega city called “Neom”
project on the Kingdom’s Red Sea Coast.

The business zone “Neom”,
spanning 26,500 square kilo-
meters, will focus on nine spe-
cialized investment sectors
targeting the future of human
civilization: energy and wa-
ter, transport, biotechnology,
food, technical and digital sci-
ences, advanced manufactur-
ing, media and media produc-
tion, entertainment, and the
future of living, which is the
cornerstone of other sectors.
This project focuses on these
sectors so as to stimulate eco-
nomic growth and diversifica-
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tion, enable manufacturing
processes, innovate and drive
local industry to a global level.

All this will create jobs and
contribute to the Kingdom’s
GDP growth. The Neom proj-
ect will attract private invest-
ment and private/public part-
nerships. It will also be sup-
ported by more than one billion
dollars in the coming years by
the Saudi Arabian Public In-
vestment Fund as well as local
and international investors.

Special features

This project is character-
ized by several special fea-
tures, notably its strategic
location which allows it to
act as a meeting point of the
best in the Arab region, Asia,
Africa, Europe and America.
Located in the northwest of
the Kingdom, it will overlook
the north and west of the Red
Sea coastline as well as the
Gulf of Agaba stretching over
468 km. On the east it will be
lined up by mountains reach-
ing heights of 500.2 meters.
Additionally, the regions cool
breeze will contribute to mod-
erate temperatures. The solar
and wind farm project areas
will allow for complete depen-
dence on alternative energy.

Economic artery

One of the foundations of
the Neom project is its view
of the Red Sea coast, which
is a main economic artery
and has 10 percent of the
world trade passing through
it. The site is a hub, con-
necting the three continents:
Asia, Europe and Africa. 70
percent of the world’s popula-
tion can reach the site within
a maximum of eight hours.
This will enable the world’s
best knowledge, technology,
research, education, living
and work to converge in one
place.

The site will also be the
main entrance to the King
Salman Bridge, which will link
Asia and Africa, enhancing
its position and economic im-
portance.

The Neom project will in-
clude land within the Egyp-
tian and Jordanian borders,
which will be the first private
zone extending between
three countries.

Financing sources

Finance and the financial
capacity of the project is one
of its main components, de-
pending on the Saudi econ-
omy in particular. The Public
Investment Fund (PIF), which
has recently become a major
global fund with huge invest-
ment potential, has access to
a large network of investors
and major companies around
the world. It will enable them
to make the project a suc-
cess.

The Neom project will serve
as a focal point for economic
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trends, attracting international
capital and investments, and
thus realize long-term returns
for the Fund, contributing to
strengthening Saudi Arabia’s
economy and generating high
returns for investors. The proj-
ect will also limit the leakage
of funds abroad as it aims to
be one of the most important
economic and scientific capi-
tals in the world.

Attracting global investors

Attracting global investors
is one of the key compo-
nents for the success of this
project, acting as a catalyst
for growth and prosperity in
their business activities. The
dexterity and flexibility afford-
ed to investors to formulate
regulations and rules in the
region will promote technical
and community innovation in
accordance with international
best practice, as regulations
in the project area are inde-
pendent of the Kingdom’s
regulations except those gov-
erning sovereign ones.
